UKCA N.Ireland Cheerleading Championships
Friday and Saturday 8th & 9th April 2011
The 2011 UKCA N.Ireland Cheerleading Championships are the 3rd for this Home Nation and as an established annual fixture for Cheerleading, has become a fast growing and hugely dynamic and popular attended sporting event. It is anticipated that the Championships will attract upwards of 500 competitors daily, 3000 spectators and additional visitors to Northern Ireland. 30 to 40 Volunteers will be required for each day of this two day event.
The Championships will be the annual showcase for Cheerleading development offering a two tier competition structure to cater for Intermediate and Elite competitors whilst also catering for Schools and Community Teams at Beginner levels. Moreover, it promotes a LTAD pathway for all young persons to get active in sport via a fun, dynamic, skilled and all embracing activity
The 2011 N.Ireland Cheerleading Championships offers volunteers the chance to be involved in a Home Nation Event and work with an experienced and highly skilled and travelled team who have officiated and even competed at European and World Level Cheerleading Championships over the last decade.

The organisers will provide pre-event training for all volunteers and undertake to ensure that all volunteers enjoy the experience.  The 2011 UKCA N.Ireland Cheerleading Championships will provide an insight into the standard of professionalism, sportsmanship and entertainment that all UKCA Events in the UK deem as standard practice.
Thursday 7th April: Pre-event Training
Pre-event training for all volunteers between 6.30pm and 8.30pm at The Antrim Forum Lough Road Antrim.  Training will ensure that volunteers are familiar with all aspects of the championships and in particular their chosen task.
Friday 8th April 2011 - Schools & Saturday 9th April 2011 Community & Club
The competition begins at 10.00 am and aims to finish approx. 4pm on the Friday and 9.00am – 5.00pm on the Saturday. Organisers ask that volunteers arrive on site at 8.00 am sharp to assist with event setup.  The competition will last approximately 6/8 hours (depending on the number of competitors) and we estimate volunteers will be finished at 
5.00 pm/6pm approx.  Please note this timing is not exact and we ask that volunteers remain at the event until clean-up is complete.  

The 2011 Operations Team will be responsible for supervising and supporting all volunteers.   Volunteers will be positioned around the championships venue as directed/selected at the training evening. 
Expenses:

We do not provide out of pocket expenses.
Volunteers will be provided with: A t-shirt (which is to be returned to the event Manager after the event) and an event medal and volunteer certificate. Proper dress code will be agreed at the pre-training evening which is normally black trousers, white shirt, black shoes with a no jewellery code and all long hair to be worn off the face.

Registration Team  Competition Registration Desk
Sign squads into the competition area
Count number of coaches/competitors/helpers against entry lists
Hand out wristbands if being used
Do not allow squads into competition area if numbers do not agree with entry numbers

Registration Team: Uniform Check area
Check names of competitors against entry lists and tick off/highlight
Check for jewellery/hairgrips/hard items (see regulation list) and mark them down on deductions sheet
